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PARACURRICULAR CREDIT GUIDELINES

A student may enrich and expand her academic program through experiences outside the traditional classroom environment. These experiences must contribute to the mission of the College and are governed by the following guidelines.

1. Prior to initiating the project, a student must submit a written proposal to a faculty advisor who must be a member of the Spelman College faculty. The proposal must include the following information:

a. A detailed description of the project and how it relates to the student’s academic program

b. A description of how the project will be assessed by the faculty advisor (i.e., paper, portfolio, laboratory report, etc.).

2. The number of credit hours awarded for a project is determined by the faculty advisor.  A student may earn 1-4 credit hours for paracurricular study.  The maximum number of hours that can be earned is 4 semester hours.   

3. The grade for the project will be recorded as Pass or Fail.

4. All approved projects for paracurricular credit must be submitted to and assessed by the faculty advisor by the fourth (4) week of the semester following the completion of the project.

5. Credits for paracurricular projects count towards the total credit hours required for graduation but not towards fulfilling general education, major, or minor requirements.
